3. Completion of secondary education at a school in which the language of instruction is not English or  
4. Completion of 6 hours of upper division courses that have a Global Awareness (G) or Cultural Diversity (C) designation, in addition to the courses used to meet 

the University General Studies requirements, or  
5. Completion of two sequential semesters of course work in a current computer language.
